Meaning: to take care of

Example: Can you look after my cat
while I'm on vacation?

Meaning: to stop doing something

Example: I need to give up smoking; it's
not good for my health.

Come across:

Meaning: to find by chance

Example: I came across an interesting
book at the library.
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Meaning: to wear

Example: I need to put on my coat; it's
cold outside.

Take off:

Meaning: to remove (clothing)

Example: It's hot; can I take off my
jacket?

Meaning: to discover or obtain
information

Example: I want to find out more about
this topic.
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Meaning: to leave one's home to go
somewhere socially

Example: Let's go out for dinner tonight.

Meaning: to return a phone call

Example: I missed your call. I'll call you
back later.

Meaning: to mention a topic

Example: She brought up the idea of a
weekend getaway.
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Meaning: to rise from bed

Example: I get up early every morning
for work.

Meaning: to activate or start

Example: Can you turn on the TV for me?
